BEEN NOTICING IN.-THE LATE EVENING SKY. itis racing
toward its once every - 15-years closest approach to Earth (July
31st), when it will be a mere 35.8 million mi. away (3.2 light
mins.). That day it rises at sunset and will be visible all night.
Currently, Mars is the sky's 4th brightest objeci--after Sun, Mgon
& Venus....bright in west after sunset. Normaily, Jupiter is_4th,
but Mars will eclipse it thru July. (Jupiter is hi in the SW aftes
sunset, while Saturn is low in the south.) Only with rgal gged
telescopes, such as the ones at JHU and the MWd.
